Armenian Genocide 103rd Anniversary on Capitol Hill  
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The 116th Diocesan Assem-

bly was held in Westchester 

County, NY May 3-5. St.

Often used to commemorate an 

important event, mark a significant spot, or serve as a memorial gravestone, khatchkars are typically free-

standing upright rectangular stone slabs with a carved cross on the side facing west, so that worshipers and 

tourists regard them like a rising sun. Sprouting and blooming motifs, which make the khatchkar a version 

of the Tree of Life, are prominent features. 

Blessing of Khatchkar at the Smithsonian 

The glorious Feast of Transfiguration of 

our Lord Jesus Christ was celebrated at 

St. Mary on July 8. This feast is one of 

the five Tabernacle feasts of the Armeni-

an Church. It is called the Holy Trans-

figuration because the appearance of 

Christ changed and became luminous 

indicating His divinity and His divine 

glory. In the Transfiguration, the Apos-

tles see the glory of the Kingdom of God 

present in majesty in the person of 

Christ. They see that in Him, indeed, "all 

the fullness of God was pleased to dwell," and that "in him, the whole fullness of deity dwells bodily" [Col. 

1:19, 2:9]. They see this before the crucifixion so that in the resurrection they might know who it is who 

has suffered for them, and what it is that this one, who is God, has prepared for those who love him. This 

is what the Church celebrates in the feast of the Holy Transfiguration.

This sweet-smelling plant is associated with the celebra-

tion of this feast because in the early decades of Christianity, basil was a symbol of royalty, befitting the 

Savior who was crucified as a King. Church traditions also recall a beautiful story of the miraculous growth 

of basil on the ground at the foot of the Cross of the Lord after it had been removed. Basil, according to 

pious traditions, continued to grow on that ground despite the faithful cutting and taking it home

Through reading some excerpts from his book the author took his audience to the heart of these hidden 

communities, unearthing their unique heritage and identity, and revealing the lives of a people that have 

been trapped in a history of denial for more than a century.  

In recent years, a growing number of "secret Armenians" have begun to emerge from the shadows. Spurred 

by the bold voices of journalists like Hrant Dink, the Armenian newspaper editor murdered in Istanbul in 

2007, the pull towards freedom of speech and soul-searching is taking hold across the region.

REQUIEM SERVICE/HOKEHANKIST  
Arrangements for Requiem Service, Alter 
Flowers and Candles should be made through 
the church office by Thursday at noon. In 
accordance with the canons of the Armenian 
Church, Requiem Services may not be per-
formed on the five major feast days: Armeni-
an Christmas, Easter, The Feast of the Trans-
figuration, The Feast of the Assumption of 
the Mother of God, and The Feast of the Ex-
altation of the Holy Cross.  
 
 

BAPTISMS AND CHRISMATIONS  
All Baptisms must be scheduled at least three  

months in advance by calling the church of-
fice. According to the Armenian Church can-
ons, a Baptism may only be performed once 
in a person’s lifetime, provided such Baptism 
has been performed in a Christian Church and 
in the name of the Holy Trinity. At least one 
of the godparents must be a member of the 
Armenian Apostolic Orthodox Church.  
 

 

WEDDINGS  
Parishioners should contact the church office 
at least six months in advance. A couple must 
contact St. Mary to confirm the availability of 
the Pastor and sanctuary prior to making any 
other arrangements. All weddings must fol-
low the Canons of the Armenian Apostolic 
Orthodox Church and the laws of the DIS-
TRICT OF COLUMBIA. In accordance with 
Diocesan discipline mandated by the Primate, 
all Sacraments must be performed in the 
church sanctuary. The couple must meet with 
the Pastor at least once for pre-marital prepa-
ration and counseling. Weddings cannot be 
performed during Great Lent or Holy Week, 
or on the five major feast days: Armenian 
Christmas, Holy Easter, The Feast of the 
Transfiguration, The Feast of the Assumption 
of the Mother of God, and The Feast of the 
Exaltation of the Holy Cross. 
 

 

FUNERALS 
Families should make arrangements with the 
funeral director of their choice, who will then 
contact the church office to arrange the funer-
al service. Funerals may not be performed on 
religious holidays, major feast days, Satur-
days after 3:00 p.m., or on Sundays.
